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Communication 



Students must be willing to perform a physical examination and therapeutic touch techniques 
including Osteopathic Manipulative Therapy.  Students must be agreeable to having these 
techniques performed upon them as part of the curriculum requirements for the D.O. degree. 
Students must be willing to expose the head, neck, extremities (arms and legs), chest (with a 
sports bra for women), back, and abdomen for examination.  
 

2. Health and Safety Measures 

Students are required to meet annual requirements for health and safety prior to matriculation 
and each academic year while enrolled in the program. These requirements include but are not 
limited to immunizations, background checks, drug screenings, and HIPAA and OSHA training. 
Students must follow the COM policies and procedures for obtaining and submitting this 
documentation according to all deadlines to matriculate and to progress in the program.
